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The following performance measures and notes on Environmental,
Social and Governance (ESG) aspects were prepared in accordance
with the Sustainability Best Practice Recommendations (sBPR) (4th
version, 2024) of the European Public Real Estate Association
(EPRA) for the 2024 and 2025 financial years of Branicks Group
AG. The reporting section includes the overarching recommenda-
tions and performance measures for the relevant sustainability
topics (EPRA Sustainability Performance Measures).

Branicks Group AG is a leading listed German real estate and
asset management specialist with a clear focus on sustainability.
For more than 25 years, we have been successfully developing,
managing and investing in high-quality commercial properties, par-
ticularly in the office and logistics asset classes. Our powerful
platform of virtual and physical presence at nine locations com-
bines local market expertise with a strong international investor
network.

Our business model combines predictable rental cash flows from
our own portfolio (Commercial Portfolio) with recurring manage-
ment income from services provided to institutional investors
(Institutional Business). This is complemented by income from
participations as well as proceeds from disposals and project
developments. Our goal is to continuously increase the share of
stable, predictable revenues and to secure long-term growth.

Sustainability is firmly embedded in our business model. We invest
in buildings, construction methods and materials that create a
healthy, efficient and attractive environment for people. Many of
our properties meet independent, international sustainability
standards. As a sighatory to the UN Global Compact and the Prin-
ciples for Responsible Investment, we are committed to responsi-
ble corporate governance as well as sustainable and transparent
investing.
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Branicks Group AG is reporting on the real estate data for its
Commercial Portfolio (EPRA Sustainability Performance Measures -
Environment Portfolio), over which it has full operational control, in
line with the Sustainability Best Practice Recommendations (sBPR).
This document does not include the properties managed in the
Institutional Business segment. This report presents consumption
data of the owner and the tenants in the Commercial Portfolio for
the 2024 and 2025 reporting periods.

\We also report on the consumption data and environmental key
indicators of the Company’s nine office premises (EPRA Sustaina-
bility Performance Measures — Environment Company) as well as
on the Group’s social and governance key indicators, including all
subsidiaries (EPRA Sustainability Performance Measures — Social
and Governance).

The Commercial Portfolio segment (EUR 2.25 billion in assets
under management) includes portfolio properties owned by Bran-
icks. Our Commercial Portfolio consisted of 125 properties with
rental space of 1,107,600 sgm as at 31 December 2025. This deter-
mination of consumption data covered 118 properties. The
remaining properties are project developments, parking lots and
undeveloped land.

Within the above organisational boundaries, we report on the prop-
erty-specific consumption data for all 118 properties. Qualified
extrapolation or estimation was carried out for properties where
consumption data was partially missing. The share of extrapola-

tion/estimation was presented transparently. The number of certi-
fied properties refers solely to the Branicks Group AG Commercial
Portfolio. The percentage coverage of the EPRA table refers to total
rental space of 1,081,722 sgqm in 118 properties (2024: 1,251,809 sgm
in 129 properties).

EPRA reporting and the indicators reported for energy and GHG
emissions in the 2025 reporting year are based on 118 properties
with rental space of 1,081,722 sqm, which represents 100 % of the
Commercial Portfolio included here (2024: 100%). We report the
key indicators for the “Office” segment (53 properties) and “Logis-
tics and Other” segment (65 properties). Of the 118 properties
shown, 44 were supplied with district heating and 70 with natural
gas, two with heating oil and one with LPG. One property is
unheated. For these properties, we show all of the EPRA indica-
tors, broken down by total amount and relevant segment. The
GHG indicators shown in this document do not include a safety
margin. The basis of comparison for the like-for-like analysis of the
period from 2024 to 2025 consists of 117 reported properties
(identical portfolio over two reporting years).

In 2025, we as the landlord were responsible for procuring com-
munal-area electricity for 68 properties. In addition to the commu-
nal-area electricity obtained by the landlord, the report also con-
siders tenant-obtained electricity and reports this for all 118 prop-
erties. This accounts for approximately 82 % of total electricity
consumption. Key indicators for communal-area electricity for 67
properties and for tenant-obtained electricity for 117 properties
are reported on a like-for-like basis.

EPRA reporting and the indicators reported for water and waste in
the 2025 reporting year are based on 118 properties with rental
space of 1,081,722 sgqm, which represents 100 % of the Commercial
Portfolio included here. The overall and segment-based like-for-like
analysis relates to 115 properties (1,028,469 sgm). This reporting
year marks the first time that waste-related metrics are being
reported. These metrics cover 118 properties and a total area of
1,081,722 square meters, representing 100 % of the portion of the
commercial portfolio included in the analysis. The like-for-like
analysis covers 117 properties and a total area of 1,044,811 square
meters.

The consumption figures for heating energy, electricity and water
shown for 2024 and 2025 are largely based on consumption bills
from utility companies and derivations from meter readings. In the
case of properties where actual consumption data was missing,
qualified extrapolation or estimation was carried out for the fig-
ures at property level. No actual waste data is available for the
properties in the commercial portfolio. The key figures cited in the
report are therefore based entirely on qualified estimates.

With regard to the communal-area electricity consumed in 2025
that was obtained by the landlord, we are responsible for obtain-
ing the energy consumed in 68 properties (making up around 53 %
of the rental space; 2024: 73 properties).

Total electricity consumption (Elec-Abs) presented is calculated
as the sum of communal-area electricity obtained by the landlord
and the electricity obtained directly by the tenants (tenant elec-
tricity). Of the consumption data, 87 % (2024: 82%) was deter-
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mined based on consumption bills from utility companies, meter
readings or data provided by the tenants themselves. The remain-
ing consumption figures were completed on the basis of the
energy performance certificate (2025: 0.3 %: 2024: 1.8 %), prior-year
data (2025: 10.1%; 2024: 12.8 %) or a proportion of the available
annual consumption (2025: 2.2 %, 2024: 3.9 %). The share of
extrapolation/estimation of the total electricity presented for 2025
(Elec-Abs) is therefore 12.6 % (Elec-Lfl: 12.7 %).

Total energy consumption from district heating or cooling reported
under DH&C-Abs amounts to 28,304,340 kWh and is divided over
44 properties. Of this figure, landlord-obtained energy accounted
for 16,400,130 kWh (33 properties) and tenant-obtained energy for
11,904,210 kWh (11 properties). Around 95.4 % of the consumption
figures relating to district heating and cooling are based on con-
sumption bills or derivations from meter readings. Approximately
3.4% of the consumption figures were extrapolated based on pri-
or-year figures and approximately 1.2 % was extrapolated based
on incomplete data. Of the data reported under DHC&C-Lf, 1.3 %
was extrapolated based on incomplete data, and 3.4 % was calcu-
lated based on prior-year figures. With regard to the total energy
consumption from fuels presented under Fuels-Abs amounting to
36,299,567 kWh (73 properties), 24,768,198 kWh (46 properties)
was obtained by the landlord and 11,531,370 kWh (27 properties)
by the tenants. Actual consumption data from billing or meter
readings is available for 80.9 % of this consumption. Data records
were extrapolated based on prior-year figures for around 10.8 %
and based on incomplete available consumption data for around
8.3%. For Fuels-Lfl, 80.9 % of consumption data is based on actual
records, around 10.8% is based on prior-year figures and 8.3% is
based on incomplete consumption data.

The calculation of energy intensity (Energy-Int) for 2025 is conse-
quently made up of 12.8 % of estimated or extrapolated data, of
which 7.6 % on the basis of prior-year data and 5.2% on the basis
of incomplete available data. Of the water consumption figures
reported for 2025, 91,2% is based on bills from utility companies or
derivations from meter readings, 1.0 % on prior-year figures and

7.8% on incomplete available consumption data. No waste data is
currently being collected for the properties in the commercial
portfolio. The key figures presented in this report were therefore
estimated entirely on the basis of appropriate and reliable bench-
marks.

The key figures presented in this EPRA report have not been
audited by an external third party. Data collection and processing
are carried out based on a structured internal process with clearly
defined methods and quality assurance steps.

This report takes into account both the consumption of electricity,
heat, and water billed by the landlord and that billed directly to the
tenant. The absolute and like-for-like metrics are reported sepa-
rately for consumption billed by the landlord and that billed
directly to the tenant, thereby enabling a differentiated analysis by
area of responsibility.

Energy that Branicks, as the landlord, procures specifically for
common areas, mechanical rooms, outdoor lighting, and central
heating and cooling systems.

Energy that tenants purchase directly from the utility provider and
for which Branicks has no contractual relationship.
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The intensities shown for the Environment (energy, GHG emis-
sions and water) section in the Commercial Portfolio relate to the
relevant rental space of the analysed properties. The intensities
shown for the regional offices — both rented and owned by Bran-
icks — relate to the total floor area (sgm) used by Branicks. The
key indicators are presented on the basis of our nine regional
offices as of the 31 December 2025 reporting date.

The key indicators for employees (Diversity-Emp, Diversity-Pay,
H&S-Emp, Emp-Training, Emp-Turnover) relate to 253 employees
of Branicks Group AG and its subsidiaries in 2025 (2024: 265
employees). The H&S-Emp indicator is based on 220 target work-
ing days. Employee turnover (Emp-Turnover) was calculated using
the Schliter formula. Employees are categorised as either the
Management Board, Senior management (executive management
of parent companies, Level 1 management, branch managers, and
extended management), employees without managerial functions
and employees below Management Board level.

The Commercial Portfolio includes the office, mixed-use, retail,
logistics and other asset classes, with office at 54 properties or
52% of market value and logistics at 40 properties or 29 % of mar-
ket value representing the largest segments of Branicks Group AG.
The EPRA analysis presented in this document is based on the
segments “office” with 53 properties and “logistics and other” with
65 properties (see section 1. Portfolio). The Commercial Portfolio
properties are all located in Germany and thus all in the Central
European climate zone which is why we did not break them down
geographically.

Consumption data and environmental key indicators (excluding
the car fleet) are shown in a separate section in the EPRA table
(EPRA Sustainability Performance Measures — Environment Com-
pany). Branicks has nine regional offices across Germany (Head-
quarters in Frankfurt am Main and eight additional office loca-
tions) totalling 15,017 sqm of floorspace (2024: 14,769 sqm), includ-
ing four properties owned by the Group. Apart from the VIB
headquarters in Neuburg (heat pumps), all Branicks Group AG
offices are supplied with district heating. \We mostly use green
electricity at our sites, with 98.5% of all communal-area and ten-
ant electricity coming from green sources in 2025 (2024: 89.2%).
Consumption data for energy and water is compiled based on
energy-supplier statements and usage-data surveys completed by
Branicks Group AG landlords. The figures for the Stuttgart office
(45 sgm of space) are extrapolated for 2025, based on the average
consumption per space of the other offices. Information regard-
ing the type and quantity of waste is determined based on data
provided by local or commercial waste management companies at
our office locations. Waste disposal is handled collectively for all
tenants at each location. The volume of waste attributable to
Branicks is calculated based on the total volume of each waste
type at the property (the volume of waste containers, taking into
account the waste management companies’ weighing records and
collection frequency) in proportion to the share of space leased
by Branicks, and is compared with benchmarks for typical con-
sumption levels (space and employee benchmarks). The conver-
sion to tons is performed taking into account the specific gravity
and the compaction ratio of the respective waste type.
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Greenhouse gas emissions were calculated using year-specific emis-
sions factors provided by the German Environment Agency (Umwelt-
bundesamt) and the British Department for Energy Security and
Net Zero (DESNZ). Our EPRA report presents absolute GHG emis-
sions and GHG intensities on both a location-based and mar-
ket-based basis.

Total electricity consumption (Elec-Abs) was reduced by 11% in
2025, while the share of renewables increased by 13 %. Like-for-like
total electricity consumption (Elec-Lfl) also declined by 5%. A 1%
drop in total district heating and cooling consumption (DH&C-
Abs) was recorded. Like-for-like total district heating and cooling
consumption (DH&C-LfI) increased by 3 %. Total consumption of
other fuels (Fuels-Abs) was down 6 %. On a like-for-like basis
(Fuels-Lfl), the increase is 5 %. The energy intensity of the portfo-
lio (Energy-Int) rose by 7 % in 2025 compared to 2024, due to sig-
nificantly colder weather conditions in 2025 compared to the rela-
tively mild year of 2024.

The GHG emissions intensity in the portfolio (GHG-Int) stood at
22.5 kg CO2e/sgm on a market-based basis in 2025 (2024: 24.2 kg
CO2e/sgm) and at 38.8 kg CO2e/sqm on a location-based basis
(2024: 37.0 kg CO2e/sgm). The market-based Scope 2 emissions
(GHG-Indir-Abs) arising from communal-area electricity provision
are significantly lower than the location-based emissions due to
the high share of renewable energy (2025: 93 %; 2024: 95% share).

Scope 3 emissions (GHG-Indir-Abs) from tenant-obtained district
heat, gas and electricity consumption fell by 11% (location-based)
and by 27 % (market-based).

In absolute terms, water consumption in the portfolio fell by 16 %
compared to the previous year. Buildings’ water consumption
intensity (Water-Int) remained largely stable in 2025 at 0.198 cbm/
sgm compared to the previous year (0.203 cbm/sgm). Like-for-like
water consumption (Water-Lfl) declined by 16 % in 2025 compared
with the previous year.

The volume of waste, calculated based on leased space and
appropriate benchmarks, has developed in line with the portfolio.
As a result, the absolute volume of waste decreased by 17 % com-
pared to the previous year, while the like-for-like figures remained
unchanged for both years. The intensity of the total waste weight
was approximately 0.05 t/year/sgm in both 2024 and 2025.

Currently, there are 29 buildings with DGNB, LEED, BREEAM or
ENEV-2009 certification in the Commercial Portfolio (2024: 31
buildings), representing 52 % of market value (previous year: 53%).
In accordance with the definition set out in the Green Bond
Framework (GBF), we define Green Buildings as new or existing
buildings that meet high energy efficiency standards (at least
ENEV 2009) or have a defined minimum sustainability certification
level such as “LEED Gold”, “BREEAM Very Good” or “DGNB Gold”.

The buildings' energy intensity of our company's offices stood at
101 kWh/sgm in 2025 (2024: 108 kWh/sqm), representing a
decrease of 7 % year-on-year. Accordingly, the greenhouse gas
emissions intensity of the company's offices (GHG-Int) amounted
to 38.0 kg CO2e/sqm on a location-based basis in 2025, compared
to 43.2 kg CO2e/sqm in the previous year (market-based: 2025:
14.7 kg CO2e/sgm, 2024: 18.4 kg CO2e/sqm), representing a
decrease of 12 % (market-based: —20 %). The Scope 2 emissions
(GHG-Indir-Abs) contained therein arose in connection with the
supply of tenant electricity to all company offices, as well as the
supply of communal-area electricity and district heating to the
offices owned by the Group. Scope 3 emissions (GHG-Indir-Abs)
occurred as a result of providing communal-area electricity and
district heating to the rented offices.

\Water consumption at the company's sites (Water-Abs)
decreased by 9 % in 2025 compared to the previous year, and by
28 % on a like-for-like basis (Water-Lfl). The intensity of water
consumption at the Company’s office premises (Water-Int)
decreased slightly and was 0.27 cbm/sqm in 2025 (2024: 0.30
cbm/sgm).
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Waste generated at the Company’s office premises (Waste-Abs,
Waste-Lfl) decreased by 4% year-on-year in 2025, falling 13% in
the like-for-like analysis.

\We occupy one building in Frankfurt that has been certified by the
German Sustainable Buildings Council (DGNB) (Global Tower). In
addition, the buildings at our DUsseldorf and Stuttgart offices have
BREEAM DE Bestand "Very Good" certification. The building at our
Munich branch is LEED "Gold" certified.

Branicks Group AG has set itself the goal of achieving or maintain-
ing a balanced proportion of men and women in all employee cate-
gories. With a 52% share of women and a 48 % share of men (2024:
49f/51m) at employee level (the employee level below the Manage-
ment Board), we already achieved this target, and we want to con-
tinue consolidating this high standard going forward.

\We report on the pay of male and female employees by employee
category (executive level, employees not in executive roles and
employees with similar duties) and based on their annual gross
salary excluding bonuses. The gender pay gap among employees
with similar job responsibilities widened from -7.1 % to 11.3 %. While
the gap among employees without managerial responsibilities
remained largely unchanged, the gap among managers widened
from -10.8 % in 2024 to -16.9 % in 2025.

We offer our employees numerous opportunities to undertake
training and skill building to steadily expand their knowledge and
skills. The number of hours spent on continuing professional devel-
opment per employee rose to 12.84 hours per employee compared
to the previous year (2024: 11.55 hours/employee).

Our employees receive a regular and transparent appraisal of their
performance and career progress from their line manager as part
of the annual feedback interview. The percentage of employees
who received a performance appraisal was 100 % for both 2024
and 2025.

Branicks Group AG’s employee turnover rate was significantly
lower at 17.8 % in the reporting year, not including staff leaving dur-
ing probationary periods. In 2025, 48 people joined the company,
which equates to a ratio of 19.0% (2024: 29.4%).

We create a safe working environment to prevent accidents. For
instance, we will sit down with employees returning to work after
a lengthy sickness absence and try to find ways together to opti-
mally adjust their working environment to suit their needs. For its
workforce of 253 employees in 2025 (2024: 265 employees), Bran-
icks Group AG recorded zero fatal occupational accidents. The
injury rate increased year-on-year, from 0.41 to 1.8. The lost day
rate increased from 0.0 in 2024 to 12.48. Compared to the previous
year (51%), the absentee rate increased to 7.3 %.

Branicks Group AG is aware of its responsibility as an owner and
manager of real estate assets. We therefore take measures to pre-
vent adverse impacts on the lives, health and assets of our ten-
ants and other people involved in the life cycle of our real estate.
Assessing the health and safety standards in all of our properties
forms the cornerstone of our quality requirements. Appropriately
qualified and selected facility management service providers are
responsible for properly and safely operating the properties and
facilities on site, and for checking compliance with the applicable
health and safety regulations, e.g. as regards fire safety and drink-
ing water quality. We manage and control these external service
providers and appoint health and safety coordinators for our con-
struction sites.

We record all accidents occurring on our construction sites and
carry out a root cause analysis. On 20 December 2022, we also
adopted a safety policy for our products, services and buildings to
prevent adverse effects on life, health and the assets of our busi-
ness partners and other people as well as the environment. During
the year under review, we analysed 100 % of our portfolio of prod-
ucts and services for potential improvements to reduce adverse
impacts on the health and safety of our business partners and
other people. In 2025, there were no violations of statutory provi-
sions or internal guidelines associated with the impact of our
products, services and buildings on the health or safety of our
employees, business partners or clients.

Our buildings play a key role in our urban environment. Their loca-
tion has (environmental and social) impacts on our tenants’ trans-
port choices, shaping the building environment. Community engage-
ment and access to public transport systems is therefore a key
assessment criterion for our properties. In fact, 89.6 % of the
properties in our portfolio were a maximum of 500 m from the
nearest access to public transport hubs (2024: 89.1%).
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Branicks Group AG attaches great value to corporate governance.
The term corporate governance refers to the legal and construc-
tive framework for managing and monitoring a company. This
includes the current laws, policies and codes as well as the Man-
agement Board’s declarations of intent and business practices.
More detail is available in the EPRA Table annexed to this docu-
ment and in the

As a listed corporation, Branicks Group AG has a dual manage-
ment structure comprising a Management Board and a Supervi-
sory Board (dual board system). The two Boards are clearly sepa-
rated from each other — both in terms of personnel and function -

allowing each of them to perform their different duties independently.

The Management Board (executive board) is responsible for man-
aging the company, and the Supervisory Board (non-executive
board) for supervision. Further information on the working prac-
tices and composition of the Management Board and the Supervi-
sory Board can be found on our

The Chief Executive Officer (CEO), Sonja Warntges, also acts as
Chief Financial Officer (CFO) and is responsible for sustainability/
ESG. In addition to the CEO, the Management Board had two
other members as of 31 December 2025: Christian Fritzsche (Chief
Institutional Business Officer, CIBO) and Johannes von Mutius
(Chief Investment Officer, CIO). The average term of office of the
Management Board as at the end of 2025 was 8.0 years. There
were five skilled and experienced members of Branicks Group AG’s
Supervisory Board as at 31 December 2025, including Prof. Dr. Ger-
hard Schmidt as the Chairman of the Supervisory Board and Mr.
René Zahnd as an independent Chairman of the Audit Committee.
The average term of office of the Supervisory Board was 8.2 years
as at the end of 2025.

Diversity policies and requirement profiles were set for both the
Supervisory Board and the Management Board (Gov-Select), tak-
ing into account the DCGK recommendations, see

. The nomination and selection procedures applicable to the
Supervisory Board and its committees are set out in the Articles
of Association of Branicks Group AG. Four out of eight of the
members of the executive and non-executive boards possess
skills with reference to environmental and social topics.

Supervisory Board members declare conflicts of interest that arise
while carrying out their duties in accordance with the DCGK. Dis-
closures on any conflicts of interest can be found on our

. The Supervisory Board, in conjunction with the Man-
agement Board, in December 2025 issued the annual Declaration
of Compliance in accordance with section 161 of the AktG on the
recommendations of the DCGK, taking into account its amend-
ments. It was published on the Company’s website in the Corpo-
rate Governance section, including the applicable exceptions.

The reporting period corresponds to the fiscal year of Branicks
Group AG: January 1 through December 31. The like-for-like met-
rics cover the two preceding fiscal years, 2024 and 2025, and are
calculated based on a consistent portfolio held continuously
throughout this period. Absolute metrics are also reported for the
fiscal years 2024 and 2025.

In the 2024 reporting year, Branicks Group AG revised its material-
ity analysis. This dual materiality analysis examines both the
impact of business operations on the environment and society
(inside-out perspective) and the financial risks and opportunities
for the company (outside-in perspective). The goal is to identify
and prioritize the issues that are material for sustainability report-

ing.

The results are reviewed annually to ensure they remain up to
date. In particular, the review examines whether significant
changes—such as in the corporate structure or the regulatory
environment—require an adjustment to the key focus areas. In the
2025 reporting year, this review did not result in any change in the
assessment of material impacts, risks, and opportunities. A com-
plete reassessment of the materiality analysis is scheduled to take
place every five to eight years.
